vi. Each article should be a maximum of 7,000 words including 
reference notes.

In the first Arabic article, Dr. al-Obaidi highlights the semantic 
characteristics of the Quranic words i.e massa, dhaqa, kashafa and 
nazzala. In the second article, Dr. al-Umar, deals with the efforts of 
the Orientalists in editing and publishing Islamic manuscripts. He 
investigated 19 books in Quranic studies edited by the Orientalists. 
The third article concerns the ‘maqasidic interpretation’ of the Quran 
in which Dr. Nashwan & Dr. Radwan provide a critical discussion on 
its definition and characteristics.
